Factor-Label; Conversion Factors
A conversion factor is a ratio that is equal to “one” and is used to change one unit into another.

For example, there are 1000 mL in 1 L, so 1000 mL = 1 L.

1000 mL   =   1

      1 L

To convert units, multiply by the appropriate conversion factor.

Use the conversion factor with new units in the numerator and the old units in the denominator.
Example:

Convert 5 liters to milliliters.

5 L   x    1000 mL     =   5000 mL

      1 L

5 L       1000 mL     =   5000 mL

    1 L

Factor-Label examples
Single-step

16 bdays = 1 car

How many cars would you own after 62 bdays?

How many bdays would it take to own 4 cars?

Multi-step

1 bday = 300 dollars 

8000 dollars = 1 car

How many bdays would it take to own 2 cars?

In 24 bdays, how many cars would you have?
